They will explore the elements of each 
type of writing and read for enjoyment and to promote higher level thinking and increased vocabulary.   
A writing journal will be kept for the purpose of recording analytical thoughts, connections, questions, 
and comments pertaining to the reading assignments.   
Students will receive vocabulary lessons along with comprehension lessons in addition to the reading 
assignments.
